Electronies producers stategiclly release new upgrades periodically. both for hardware and
software, o tha customers on every level feel th n 0 buy the newest version.

“This is an old-time trck—they're not inventing anything new.” Norman said. “This i a wasteful
system through which companics—many of them producing personal electronics—release poor-quality
productssimply because they know that, n six monts ora year,they I put out a new one.”

But the new psychology of consumers i partof this system, as Norman admited, “We now want
something new, something pretty. the nex shiny thing In ts mos recent year, Applc's profit margin
was more than 21 percent. At Hewlet-Packard,the world's biggest PC maker, i was only 7 percent.

‘Apple’s annual upgrades of it products create sales of millons of units a5 owners of one ycar's
‘MacBook or iPhone line up o buy the newestversion even when the changes are slight

'AS 10 Li Jia, the need for upgrading his smartphone comes mainly from friends and classmates.

Although he will vays be remembered for poriraying “Superman.” the greatest role of actor
Chrisopher Reeve’s life was s a champion of suffrers of spinal cord ({F1)injuries and an advocate
of stem cll (P41 research

Unlike the man of seel, he wasr' faster than a specding bullet, more powerful than an engine and
he couldn't leap tall buidings i a single bound. But the courage and determination Reeve displayed in
rying 1o overcome his paralysis (%) from a 1995 horseriding accident went beyond any of the
achievements of the comic book hero.

“He became a real-ffe Superman. His heroism, his courage was extraordinary.” Colin Blakemore,
the chief excutiv of Briain’s Medical Rescarch Council sad. “Like many people who suler some
terrble injuries, Reeve was totally changed by that experience and brought the kind of energy and
enthusiasm that made him successful as a ilm tar to an enirely diferent issue, with huge effect ™

Reeve, 52, died of heart failure on October 10, 2004 aftr having treatment for an infected
pressure wound without ralizing his drcam of walking again. But n the ine years since his accident.
he made personal progress to egain respect and admiration, established the Christopher Reeve
Paralysis Foundation, a non-profit rescarch organization, and used his fam to raise millions of dollars
forrescarch intospinal cord inuries.

He also provided hope and inspiation o other patients and made speches {0 support scienists (o
be alowed to conduct stem cellrescarch in the hopes of eventually curing paralyss and other illnesses
such as disbetes and Alzhcimer's and Parkinson’s discase.

“He has been our champion. If you think of spinal injuics, you automaicaly recal a picture of
Christopher Reeve.” sad Paul Smith, executive director of the Spinal Injuries Association in England.
Itis because of Reeve that spinal cord injuries and siem cell research are so widely discussed.
according to Smith. The facttht it happened o Reeve showed i can affectanyone, even Superman.

Eiderly women who cat foods higher in potassium (#)are less likely o have strokes and die than
women who cat less poassiumrich foods, according 1o the new rescarch in the American Heart
Association. “Previous studies have shown tha potassium consumption may lower blood pressure. But
Whether potassium intake could prevent stroke or death wasn' clea.” said Smolle, professo of the
department of population health at Abert Einsicin College of Medicinc, Brony, NY.

Rescarchers studied 90,137 women, aged from 50 to 79 for an average 11 years. They looked at
how much potassum the women consumed. as well as f they had srokes, ncluding ischemic strokes
(BRALIEHR), or dicd during the study period. Women in the study were siroke-free at the start and
their average dieary potassium infake was 2.611 mg/day. Result of this study are based on potassium
from food, notsupplements.

“The rescarchers found that women who ate the most potassium were 12 percent less kel to
suffer stroke in general and 16 percent less lkely o suffer a ischeic stroke than women who at the
least. Women who ate the most potassium were 10 percen les ikely to die than those who at the leas.
Among women who did not have high blood pressue, those who ate the most potassium had a 27
percent lower ischemic siroke isk and 21 percent reduced risk fo all stroke types, compared to women
Wwhoate the last potassium inthei daly dicts. Amang women wit high blood pressure, those who ate
the mostpotassium had a lower isk of death, but potasium intake did ot lower their stroke risk.

“Our fndings suggest that women need to cat more potassium-rich foods. You won't find high
potassium in junk food. Some foods rich in potassium include white and sweet potatoes, bananas and
white beans

“The US. Department of Agriculture recommends that women should eat a least 4700 mg of
potassium daily. “Only 2.8 percent of women in our sudy met or went beyond this level. The World
Health Organizaton’s daily potasium recommendation for women i lower, at 3510 meg or mare. Still,
only 16,6 percent of women we studied met or went beyond that,” sad Smoller

While increasing potassium intake is probably a g0od idea for most lderly women, there are some
people who have oo much potassium in their blood. which can be dangerous to the heart. “People
should check with their doctor about how much potassium they should cat”she said

The study was observational and included only clderly women. Rescarchers also did not
{ake sodium (§) intake into consideratin, s0 the potental importance of a balance between sodium
and potassium s not among the findings. Rescarchers claimed. that more studies are needed 1o
determine whether potassium has the same effcts on men and younger peopie.
