Even though they
can sing over a range of seven octaves, the whales typically sing in key, spreading adjacent notes
10 farther apart than a scale. They mix percussive and pur tones in preify much the same ratios as
humnan composers—and follow their ABA form, in which a theme is presented, elaborated on and
then revisited in a slightly modified form. Perhaps most amazing, humpback whale songs include
tepeating refrains that shyme. 1 has been suggested that whales might use mymes for exactly the
same reasons that we do: as devices to help them remember. Whale songs can also be rather catchy.

Passage B

British scientists are breeding a new gencration of rice plants that will be able to grow in soil
containing salt water. Their work may enable ahandoned farms to become productive once
more. Tim Flowers and Tony Yeo, from Sussex University’s School of Biological Sciences, have
spent several years researching how crops, such as rice, could be made to grow in water that has
‘become salty.

The pair have recently begun a three-year programme, funded by the Biotechnology and
Biological Sciences Rescarch Council, to establish which genes enable some plants to survive
salty conditions. The aim is to breed this capability into crops, starting with rice.

Itis estimated that each year mare than 100 hectares of agsicultural land are lost because salt
gets into the soil and stunts plants. The problem is caused by several factors. In the tropics,
‘mangroves that create swamps and traditionally formed barriers to sea water have been cut dawn,
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[image: image4.jpg]In the Mediterrancan, a series of draughts have caused the weter table to drop, allowing sea water
10 seep in. In Latin America, irrigation often causes problems when water is evaporatcd by the
heat, leaving salt deposits behind.

Excess salt then enters the plants and prevents them from functioning normally. Heavy
concentrations of minerals in the plants stop them from drawing up the water they need o
survive,

To overcome these problerns, Flowers and Yeo decided to breed rice plants that take in very
litle salt and store wht they do absorb in cells that do not affect the plants’ growth, They have
started 1o breed these characteristics into a new rice crop, but it will take about eight harvests
before the resulting secds are ready to be considered for commercial use.

Once the characteristics for surviving salty soil are known, Flowers and Yeo willtry to breed
the appropriate genes into all manners of crops and plants. Land that has been abandoned to naturc
will then be able to bloom agein, providing much needed food in the poorer couniries of the
world,

1 came away from my years of teaching on the college and university level with a conviction
that enactment, performance, dramatization are the most successful forms of teaching. Students
must be incorporated, made, so far as possible, an integral part of the learing pro-cess. The notion
than learning should have in it an element of inspired play would seem to the greater part of the
academic establishment merely silly, but that s nonetheless the case. Of Ezekiel Cheever, the most
famous schoolmaster of the Massachusetts Bay Colony, his onetime student Cotfon Mather wrote
that he so planned his lessons that his pupils “came to work a5 though they came to play,” and
Alfred North Whitehead, almost three hundred years later, noted that a teacher should make
hisher students “glad they were there.”

Since, we are told, 80 o 90 percent of all insiruction in the typical university is by the lecture
method, we should give close attention to this form of education. There is, I thiuk, much truth in
Patricia Nelson Limerick’s observation that “lecturing is an unnaturs) act, an act for which God
did not design humans, It s perfeetly all right, now and then, for & human 10 be possessed by the
urge to speak, and to speak while others remain silens. But t do this regularly, one hour and 15
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s is what the Creator .. desfgned fumans 1o do.”

The strange, almost incomprehensible fact is that meny professers, just as they fee obliged
1o writs dully. believe that they should lecture dully. To show enthusiasm is ta risk appoaring,
unscientific, unobjective; it s o appeal to the students” emofions rather than their intellect. Thus
the ideal lecture is one filled with facts and read in an unchanged monotone.

The cult of lecturing dully, like the cuit of writing dully, goes back, of course, some years.
